"l have been extremely impressed with recent vintages coming
out of the Phélan Ségur cellars, and the 2020 seeks to continue
this run. The blend is 54% Cabernet Sauvignhon, 42% Merlot and 2%
each Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot, the first time this latter
variety has been included in the blend, all picked at a yield of 40
hi/ha, from a vineyard of 70 hectares. Dense and dark in the glass,
with a crimson rim, the nose is a complex melange of violets,
currants, toast, graphite and cedar, a perfumed integration of high-
quality fruit and new oak. A restrained palate, so convincing, with a
rather push textural quality to the wine, albeit never over the top,
controlled as it is by the wrapping of fine, chocolate-tinged tannins
and fresh acidity. This is very structured and primary, with a long
grip in the finish. | adore its perfumed integration and the promise
that tight-knit raft of tannins holds. Long and grippy in the finish,
this is yet another super effort from the team here. One for the
cellar (by which | mean my cellar, obviously). The alcohol is 13.5%.
Two separate samples tasted, with consistently good results."
